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The field called Hitotsugihara in Toshima-gun district was developed into Hitotsugi-mura village in the 10th year of Eiroku
(1567), and then became a peasant town when the area was granted as a fief to the samurai group coming from the Iga region i =7

A part of Akasaka'soji-cho combined with samurai residences, a new town named Akasaka’ tango-cho was born here in the 5th
year of Meiji (1872). Once renamed Tango-cho with the word Akasaka omitted in the late Meiji era, its name returned to the
previous name Akasaka'tango-cho in the 22nd year of Showa (1947). The town's name came from Tangozaka slope of about
43.5m length and about 8m width which is presumed to have been built in the 1st year of Genroku (1688). The slope was
named so because there was the residence of the Lord of Yonekura Tungo on the northeastern side of the slope. There were
many houses of the lower-grade samurai affiliated with Kurokuwa-gumi or a kind of engineering organization at the foot of the
slope which was engaged in repair jobs in Edo Castle.
