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Sengakuji Temple, built during the Edo period by Tokugawa leyasu, is
known for its connection with “Chushingura,” a popular Kabuki play based
on the story of the 47 Ronin. December 14 is the day when the samurai
carry out a raid at the climax of the play to avenge the death of their mas-

ter. Why not visit the temple in the winter and give thought to the retainers
who died for loyalty?
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“Chushingura” is the story of the 47 loyal retainers of the Ako clan who raid the
mansion of Kira Kozukenosuke to avenge the death of their master, Asano Naga-
nori, who was ordered to commit ritual suicide following an incident with Kira. This
story is based on the Ako Incident, which took place in 1702. The story of the retain-
ers who died for loyalty deeply moved the Japanese audience, and Kabuki plays and
films based on this story are highly popular across generations. Sengakuji Temple,
where Asano and his 47 loyal retainers are buried, is a holy land for Chushingura
fans. On the temple grounds, there is a bronze statue of Oishi Kuranosuke, the hero
of Chushingura, and the Ako Gishi Memorial Museum. The museum exhibits the
personal effects of the retainers and also shows footage about Chushingura.
