Information on Disaster Prevention

Japan is a country that is particularly vulnerable to earthquakes. Tokyo is believed to be due for a large-
scale earthquake. Minato City is striving to bolster and strengthen its disaster prevention systems. At the
same time, it is important that all local residents take daily precautions and strengthen their disaster
reduction awareness.

D>Daily Earthquake Precautions
1. Secure furniture. Take measures to prevent glasses from shattering.
2. You may get injured by glass shards. Prepare slippers or other protective footwear.
3. Please prepare 7 days' worth of drinking water and food so you are able to carry out home evacuation.
*Things to take with you when you go to an evacuation shelter.

As suggested by the name,
many Japanese maple trees are planted there and visitors can enjoy
the autumn foliage. In the spring, visitors flock to the park to see
the plum trees as well as nearly 200 cherry trees.

For example, if the head of the household is moving from Minato City to Shibuya City, and his wife and
children are moving from Minato City to abroad, separate moving-out notices must be submitted.

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Family Registry System

The Family Registry System is a Japanese system in which the information such as births and marriages are
recorded and stored. Foreign residents are not subjected to the family registry system but they are required
by law to report information regarding births and deaths during their stay in Japan to city hall. Declarations
of marriage and divorce may also be submitted to city hall. In the event of birth, death, marriage or divorce
during the stay in Japan, individuals should report such events to city hall, as well as to the embassy of their

D>Birth of a Child
When your child is born in Japan, you are legally required to submit a declaration of birth to the city hall.
Due date: Within 14 days of the child’s birth
Place of submission: City hall of the residence or child’s birth place
Required documents: (1) Birth certificate (Japanese birth report. You can obtain it from the hospital.)
(2) Maternal and Child Health Handbook (if you have one)

D>Death
When a foreigner dies in Japan, a declaration of death is legally required by law to be submitted to city
hall.
Due date: Within 7 days of knowing the death
Place of submission: City hall where the deceased individual lived or the location where she/he died
Person to report the death: The family, relatives, or household members of the deceased individual
Required documents: (1) Death certificate signed by a doctor
(2) Deceased individual’s passport
(3) Deceased individual’s National Health Insurance card and a Pension Book
*A burial and cremation permit will be issued by the city hall when the death report is submitted.
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D>Marriage
The requirements for getting married differ by country. Therefore, the necessary documents are different
in each case. For details, inquire at the city hall that has your resident registration records. When foreign
residents living in Japan want to report their marriage to a Japanese city hall, they must bring the following:
(1) Declaration of marriage
*The signatures of two adult witnesses are required.
(2) Passport (Document verifying their nationality)
(3) Certificate of legal capacity to be married (Document verifying that the persons involved have met the
requirements for marriage. It varies depending on the laws of countries.)
*Japanese translations of all of these documents are required.

D>Divorce
The requirements for getting divorced differ by country. For details, inquire at the family registry section
of the city hall where you completed your resident registration, or at a relevant institution representing your
country of citizenship.

Personal Seal (inkan) Registration
DRegistered seal and personal seal (inkan) registration

When important documents such as notarized documents, registrations, and registration applications are
drawn up in Japan, a registered seal and certificate of seal impression are required. A registered seal is a
personal seal that has been registered with a municipal authority. Registered foreign residents aged 15
years and older can register their seals at city hall. A person who wishes to register a personal seal should
bring the following when applying:
(1) Residence card, etc.
(2) A personal seal that the applicant wishes to register
*The name and seal to be registered must match the name under which the seal owner is registered as a
resident of Minato City.
*The seals that can be used as registered seals must meet certain standards with regard to size and type.

D> Certificate of seal impression
A certificate of seal impression is a document that certifies a particular personal seal as a registered seal.
It is important as a means of verifying an individual’s identity and preventing fraud.

D>Seal registration card

A seal registration card will be issued to the applicant on completion of the seal registration procedures.
The seal owner can have a seal registration certificate issued by showing their seal registration card at city
hall counter.
*Return your seal registration card to Minato City when you move out.
*A processing fee of ¥50 will be charged for the re-registration of a seal or the reissuance of a seal
registration card.

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Individual Number Card

An Individual Number Card is a photo ID card containing an IC chip and the bearer’'s My Number (Individual
Number). The card can be used as official identification. Using your Individual Number Card, you can file
electronic applications of e-Tax (electronic system for declaring and paying national tax). The Individual
Number Card can also be used for obtaining copies of your resident register and other certificates at
convenience stores.

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National Health Insurance (NHI)

National Health Insurance System

Under Japanese law, all residents are required to enroll in the public health insurance scheme to ensure
that they can receive secure health care in the event of an illness or injury. National Health Insurance (NHI)
is a mutual aid system of public health insurance in which the insured pays premiums in accordance with
their income in the previous year.

DWho Must Subscribe to NHI?

Those who have registered themselves as residents of Minato City, in compliance with the Basic Resident
Registration Law, must subscribe to NHI.
*If you have a Certificate of Coverage issued by a country that has a Social Security Agreement with Japan,
you are exempt from subscription.

DWho Is Ineligible for NHI?
People to whom any of the following apply may not subscribe to National Health Insurance.
1. Individuals who are subscribed to public service health insurance in Japan
2. Individuals who are enrolled in the Medical Care System for Senior Citizens (aged 75 years or over)
3. Individuals who are not registered as residents of Minato City
@ Those whose period of stay is less than 3 months
@ Those whose status of residence is "Temporary Visitor".
® Those whose status of residence is "Diplomat", etc.
4. Individuals who are receiving public welfare assistance

D>Notifications on NHI

If you are to enroll in or withdraw from NHI, notify city hall within 14 days of becoming eligible or losing
eligibility for NHI. Those registered as residents of Minato City who meet any of the criteria listed below
need to visit Counter Services Subsection, Residents Support Section of each Regional City Office (or
Consultation Subsection of Shiba Regional City Office) to complete procedures. Filing reports is the
responsibility of the head of the household. If you delay completing the necessary procedures, you will have
to pay insurance premiums for the period going back to the month in which you became eligible for NHI.
*When filing NHI-related reports, you are required to enter your Individual Number and present proof of
identification. Bring the Individual Number Card or notification card and seal (if you do not have one,
signature is acceptable) of the head of the household and applicable family members.

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National Health Insurance (NHI) Premiums

NHI premiums are calculated by household. If the head of household or any of the family members enroll
in the NHI, the head of household is responsible for paying their NHI premiums as the representatives of the
household.

>How Your NHI Premiums Are Determined

The NHI premium consists of three parts: the basic medical care insurance; support funds for senior
citizens aged 75 years and over; and the long-term care insurance.

The basic medical care insurance and support funds for senior citizens aged 75 years and over are
calculated and determined for all the insured.

The long-term care insurance is calculated and determined for the insured aged between 40 and 64.

If you have lost your job as a result of your employer’s financial situation, or if you are experiencing
financial difficulties due to a disaster or other special circumstances, you may be eligible for an insurance
premium reduction or exemption. For details, contact the office below.

DInsurance Premium Payment Methods
®Bank transfer

The insurance premium can be automatically withdrawn from your financial institution account at the end
of each month. This is an easy way to pay as it saves you the hassle of making the payment manually. If you
want to use bank transfer, call and ask us to send you the exclusive bank transfer request form. Bring the
following when applying.

City Hall sends out two types of payment slips in June. One is a set of individual payment slips for each
month from June to March, while the other is a lump-sum annual payment slip for the entire year’s premium.

However, if the total amount of NHI and the long-term care
insurance premiums exceed 1/2 of the head of household’s pension payment, payment of the premium will
be made using the payment slip.

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DIf You Fail to Pay Your Insurance Premium
1. If a payment is not received by the payment due date, a reminder notice or collection letter will be sent
to you.
2. If no payment is received over a year of the payment deadline, the short-term health insurance certificate
must be returned and an eligibility certificate will be issued to you.
*You are eligible to receive healthcare services covered by health insurance with an eligibility certificate
alone but you will be required to pay all medical treatment costs up front when visiting a medical facility.
3. If an NHI account is in arrears for an extended period of time without an acceptable reason, you may be
subjected to having your assets seized.

National Health Insurance (NHI) Benefits

Various benefits are available to those insured under NHI. Some types of benefit will not be available unless
you apply for it yourself. Please contact the Benefits Subsection of National Health Insurance and Pension
Section for information procedures and necessary documentation before you apply. Foreign language
documents submitted must be accompanied by a Japanese translation.

D>Medical Benefits

When the NHI card member undergoes a medical examination using the NHI card, the medical treatment
costs are reduced. The portion for which the insured is responsible varies by age. You should confirm in
advance whether the medical facility you are visiting for treatment accepts NHI.

Age Ratio of out-of-pocket amount
Preschool age 20%
At or over school age and under 70 30%
70 and older 20%, or 30% in accordance with income and date of birth

D> Reimbursement of Medical Treatment Costs

If you do not have your insurance card with you at the time of treatment for emergency reasons, you
should pay the full cost of your medical treatment once. At a later time, you can request a reimbursement
for any medical treatment costs paid at the time of treatment.

DHigh-Cost Treatment Benefits

Patients may request reimbursement of high-cost treatment charges that exceed the out-of-pocket
amount limit for a month. You will receive an application form from the Tokyo Metropolitan Association of
Medical Care for Senior Citizens within three to four months of the treatment. Submit the application form
via postal mail, along with the required documents.

If you know your medical treatment cost will be high, you may present a certificate of maximum out-of-
pocket amount. You will only have to pay the maximum out-of-pocket amount at the time of treatment at a
medical facility.
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DTotal High-Cost Long-Term Medical Care Benefits

This benefit is paid when the maximum out-of-pocket amounts under both NHI and long-term care insurance
exceed the out-of-pocket ceiling. As the high medical expenses are calculated by household, the unit of
payment for this benefit is household.

D>Meal Expenses during Hospitalization

When a resident insured under NHI is hospitalized, she/he is responsible for a ¥460 per meal fee. Its
remainder is covered by NHI. If your household is exempt from the resident tax, apply in advance to receive
the Limited Payment Eligibility/Standard Medical Payment Discount Certificate. By presenting this certificate
of maximum out-of-pocket amount/reduced payment with your health insurance card to the medical facility
at the time of admission, your expenses will be reduced.

D>Lump-Sum Childbirth Allowance

When a resident insured under NHI gives birth, a childbirth benefit of ¥500,000/ per child will be paid to
the family. The benefit will also be paid in cases of a stillbirth or miscarriage if the woman was pregnant for
85 days or longer. Generally, Minato City Hall pays this lump-sum childbirth allowance directly to the hospital.
*If the childbirth expenses exceed ¥500,000, the patient pays the difference when she is discharged from
the hospital.
*If the childbirth expenses are less than ¥500,000, the insured may ask Minato City for the difference.
*If the child is born overseas, Minato City Hall will not be able to pay the lump-sum childbirth allowance
directly to the hospital. The insured may apply for this benefit upon returning to Japan.
*If you have paid all the childbirth expenses to the hospital by yourself, apply for the lump-sum childbirth
allowance at Minato City Hall.
*The amount received by those who gave birth before March 31, 2023 is 420,000 yen.

D>Funeral Allowances
When a resident insured under NHI dies, a funeral benefit of ¥70,000 will be paid to the person responsible
for funeral expenses.

DTraffic Accident Injuries

If you are injured in a traffic accident, the perpetrator is responsible for paying all medical expenses.
However, if that person cannot cover all of the costs or is delayed, apply for benefits under NHI. In this case,
a traffic accident report issued by the police is required.
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National Pension Plan

All citizens are required to join the National Pension Plan. Foreigners aged 20 to 59 who are registered as
residents of Minato City are also required by law to enroll in the National Pension system.

The National Pension Plan is a mutual aid system designed to enable the elderly to maintain stable lives
and to provide support in the event of a disability or death.

DWho Is Ineligible for the National Pension?

Individuals who are employed by a Japanese company become members of Employee Pension Insurance
through the company. They are neither eligible nor required to join the National Pension system. For
information on employee pensions, contact your employer.

D>Exemption system for National Pension Plan premiums

payment exemption.

DWhen you are employed by a company

If you are employed, you don’t need to pay the National Pension premiums. Report your enrollment in your
employer’s pension plan through your employer. In this case, you do not need to notify Minato City Hall
directly.
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National Pension Benefits

D>Basic Pension for the Elderly
Individuals who turn 65 may receive the Basic Old-age Pension.
Eligible individuals: Individuals who have paid National Pension premiums for 10 years or longer

D>Basic Disability Pension

Those covered by the National Pension plan may receive the Basic Disability Pension if they become
disabled due to an illness or injury. The amount of pension benefits varies based on the degree of disability.
Restrictions apply. For details, contact National Pension Subsection of National Health Insurance and Pension
Section.

D>Basic Survivors’ Pension
The Basic Survivors’ Pension can be drawn in the event of a national pension member, by the member’s
spouse or children who were relying on the deceased member for his/her income.
*A child is defined as a person who has not yet passed the first March 31st after their 18th birthday or a
child under the age of 20 with a Class 1 or 2 disability.

>Lump-Sum Withdrawal Refund

Foreigners who have paid National Pension premiums for six months or longer and who leave Japan before
becoming eligible to receive pension benefits are eligible to receive a lump-sum withdrawal refund of their
paid-in premiums. Eligible individuals should apply within two years after they no longer have an address in
Japan. To apply for your refund, pick up an application form at the Pension Office. The form is also available
on the Japan Pension Service website. Attach the necessary documents, and mail all materials to the Japan
Pension Service.

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Japanese Tax System

Foreign individuals working in Japan are required to pay income tax and resident tax. Income tax is a
national tax. Resident tax is a local tax. Those whose incomes exceed a certain amount are required to pay
resident tax to the municipality in which they were living as of January 1.

Other taxes include real estate tax, which is assessed by the Tokyo Metropolitan Government on real estate
owners. For details regarding the national and metropolitan taxes, contact the following offices in Minato
City:

Resident Tax

All residents of Japan, regardless of nationality, are subjected to a resident tax. Resident taxes consist of
a metropolitan resident tax and a municipal resident tax. Minato City is one of the 23 cities of Tokyo known
as “special districts.” Therefore, the resident tax assessed in Minato City is called the “special district
resident tax.” The special district resident tax and the metropolitan resident tax are assessed and collected
by Minato City.

DWho Is Subjected to Resident Tax?
Individuals who fulfill either of the following criteria must pay both the special district resident tax and

metropolitan resident tax.

1. Individuals residing in Minato City as of January 1 who received a certain level of income the previous
year.

2. Individuals who are not residing in Minato City but who have an office, business place, or residence in
Minato City as of January 1.

DWho Is Exempted from Resident Tax?

Individuals who fulfill any of the following criteria are exempted from the special district resident tax and
metropolitan resident tax.
1. Individuals receiving public welfare assistance.
2. Disabled individuals, minors, and widows/widowers whose total income in the previous year is below a

certain amount.

3. Individuals whose total income in the previous year is below a certain amount.

Those experiencing financial hardship due to an accident or natural disaster may be eligible for a tax
reduction or exemption. For details, contact Taxation Section at 2F of Minato City Hall.
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D>Resident Tax Payment Methods

There are two methods of paying resident tax:
®Special collection

Special collection applies to salaried workers and pensioners. Their resident taxes are withheld (by special
collection) from their salaries or pensions.

@General collection

General collection applies to residents other than salaried workers and pensioners. Individuals subject to
general collection pay resident taxes in four quarterly installments using the notice of tax payment or
payment slips. Resident taxes can also be paid via bank transfer. If payments are not made by the due date,
the delinquent tax will be assessed. Please pay by the due date.

DWho Pays Light Vehicle Tax (Category base)?

Individuals who own a motorcycle or light vehicle as of April 1 of the tax year.

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Tell Me About the
Health Care System

Japan’s Health Insurance

Japan has a medical insurance system that all citizens are enrolled in. You will be in trouble if you cannot
afford to see a doctor when you are ill or get injured. It is established by law in Japan that all enroll in the
public health insurance scheme so that they can receive health care service without anxiety in the event of
illness or injury. Foreign nationals who are permitted to stay in Japan for a period of more than three months,
and who are registered as foreign residents are also required to enroll in the public health insurance scheme.

This system is operated based on the concept of mutual aid. All residents of Japan pay some money for
health insurance premiums in accordance with their respective income, so that it can be allocated for use on
medical treatment costs incurred by illness or injury. This is an important system that protects your health
and life.

Visiting a Hospital
Standard Procedures at a Hospital

1. At the reception desk, show your health insurance card, explain your medical problem.

2. You will be given your hospital registration card. Give this card to the departmental receptionist. Normally,
you have to wait until your name is called.

. Once your name is called, go in to see the doctor and receive examination.

. After examination, pay the appropriate fee at the cashier’s counter. Payment should be made in cash.

5. If the doctor prescribes medication, go to the pharmacy. Submit the prescription written by your doctor

to the pharmacy and purchase your medicine.

However, the same user
adjustment criteria as licensed nursery schools, which determine the need for childcare, are applied for
allowing enrollment. Childcare fees, school lunch fees, and the contents of childcare are comparable with
licensed nursery schools.

D>Small-scale Childcare Services
Small-scale facilities are established to care for children between zero and two years of age whose
guardians cannot care for them at home for reasons such as work.

D>Shibaura Island Children’s Garden (Kodomo-en)

This children’s garden is a facility that serves an early childhood education and care function equivalent
to that provided by nursery schools or kindergartens. It provides care and education for zero-year-old infants
to preschool-age children. Applications for admission are screened in accordance with the requirements for
licensed nursery schools. Children aged 4 and 5 are entitled to day care regardless of whether their guardians
are employed or not.

Japan’s Education System

School education in Japan comprises six years of elementary school, three years of junior high school,
three years of high school, and four years of college. Education at elementary and junior high schools are
compulsory education. After completing compulsory education, students may go to high school and college.
The Japanese school year starts in April and ends in the following March. Children must be six years old as
of April 1 to enroll in an elementary school.

In addition to the above, kindergartens serve as early-education facilities for children of ages three to five.
There are both public and private kindergartens.

Kindergarten

D>Municipal Kindergartens

Children who live in Minato City are eligible to enroll in municipal kindergartens in Minato City. There are
12 municipal kindergartens in Minato City. 10 of which offer three-year care, accepting children of ages
three to five years. The other municipal kindergartens provide two years of care for four- and five-year-old
children.

D Certification of the Need for Nursing Care

To take advantage of nursing care services, apply to Minato City to be “approved for long-term care.”
After accepting the application, Minato City investigates if the person who wishes to use the nursing care
services is “requiring nursing care or support.” If he/she is authorized as requiring nursing care or support
as a result of the investigation, he/she is allowed to use the nursing care services. To ensure fairness,
applications for long-term care are processed using uniform standards nationwide.

Application forms can be obtained from each Regional City Office or the Senior Citizens Consultation
Centers (Community Support Service Centers). They can also be downloaded from Minato City Website.
Minato City accepts applications sent by postal mail.

In addition to the applicant himself/herself and his/her family members, home nursing care support service
providers and nursing care insurance facilities designated by the Ministry of Health Labor and Welfare can
apply on behalf of the applicant.

DTo Use the Nursing Care Services

- Depending on how much the insured needs nursing care, he/she will be certified as “requiring nursing
care” or “requiring support” (for prevention of need for long-term care).

- The approval for long-term care is divided into five levels (need-for-care levels 1 to 5). For a person
approved for long-term care (need-for-care levels 1 to 5), as a general rule, a care manager at a home
nursing care support service provider drafts a home services plan.

- The approval for requiring support is divided into two levels (need-for-support levels 1 to 2). For a person
approved as requiring support, Senior Citizens Consultation Center (Community Support Service Center)
drafts a long-term care prevention services plan.

- The insured uses the care services based on the developed long-term care insurance service plan. When
receiving long-term care insurance services, the insured is responsible for paying between 10% and 30%
of the costs.

Minato City offers a variety of welfare services for senior citizens, in addition to the Long-Term Care
Insurance. Those wishing to take advantage of these services are required to complete the necessary
procedures at the relevant sections at a City Hall, etc., in Minato City.

D> (1) Celebration of Longevity
Minato City holds events to celebrate the health and longevity of elderly residents. The city also gives
kotobuki (longevity) coupons to senior residents and arranges visits to seniors who have reached the age of
100.

D> (2) Disposable Diaper Supply Service and Subsidy for Diaper Expenses

Minato City residents who are bedridden or suffering from incontinence and who have been approved for
long-term care with a need-for-support level of 1 or higher are eligible for the city’s disposable diaper supply
service. Individuals who have been admitted to a medical institution where Minato City-provided disposable
diapers cannot be used are entitled to a subsidy to help cover their disposable diaper expenses.
Eligible individuals: Minato City residents who are bedridden or suffering from incontinence and who have

been certified as need-for-support level of 1 or higher

Fee: ¥500/month

> (3) Beauty and Barber Services, etc.
A barber or hairdresser visits a senior citizen’s home and provide beauty and barber services and the drying
and sterilization of bedding.
Eligible individuals: Minato City residents aged 65 and older who have been certified as need-for-care
level 3 or higher and who have problems performing everyday activities

>(5) Emergency Calls System
When a senior citizen living alone, etc., face an emergency situation such as illness or fire, trained security
officers are dispatched to confirm the safety of the individual and to provide rescue services.

Fee: ¥400 per month
*This service is free for public welfare assistance recipients and those exempt from the city resident
tax.
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>(6) Welfare Taxi Service
A taxi equipped with a lift is dispatched for individuals who have problems using public transportation such as
buses and trains. A taxi equipped with a lift can be used while lying on a bed or in a wheelchair. The taxis are
operated by a Minato City-contracted taxi company. Users must register in advance to take advantage of this
service. If you need a qualified helper in addition to a driver, please state your request at the time of booking.
Eligible individuals: Minato City residents aged about 65 and older who have problems using ordinary
public transportation

When a senior citizen wanders away and becomes lost as a result of dementia, a search is conducted and
the family is notified of his or her whereabouts. This service is available 24 hours.
Eligible individuals: Seniors aged 65 and older who are at home and who have been identified as needing
a searching equipment
Seniors who have a family member able to retrieve them once they have been found
Fee: ¥500 per month and ¥3,000 per emergency service

> (8) Domestic Assistance Service
Home helpers are dispatched to homes of seniors who face problems performing everyday activities. The

home helpers provide assistance with household chores such as laundry, house cleaning, and shopping to

support the independence of individuals.

Eligible individuals: Minato City residents aged 65 and older living alone or in households where all members
are aged 65 and older, who are certified as “independent,” eligible for the program based
on a basic checklist, or those certified as “need-for-support level 1 or 2”
*Priority is given to the home-visit services under the nursing care prevention and
everyday life support service program for individuals “eligible for the program” and
those certified as “need-for-support level 1 or 2.”

Fee: Users are responsible for the fee determined based on their income.

>(9) Free Bath Tickets Service

Minato City provides free bath tickets that can be used at public baths in Minato City, etc. to eligible
individuals. Each individual may use up to 52 tickets a year. The number of tickets issued depends on the
month in which they are requested.

>(10) Free Passes for the Minato City Community Bus (Chii Bus)

Minato City provides bus tickets for the Minato City Community Bus (Chii Bus) that operate in Minato City
free of charge to eligible individuals. The tickets may be used for riding Daiba Shuttle Bus “Odaiba Rainbow
Bus” free of charge.

>(11) Self-reliant Home Improvement Expense Subsidy
Minato City subsidizes the cost for home improvements for seniors who are recognized as needing home
improvements. The applicable improvement works include handrail installation, removal of floor-level
differences, etc. Apply for this subsidy before the start of the work.
Eligible individuals: Minato City residents aged 65 and older, who have problems performing everyday
activities and who are recognized as needing home improvements
Fee: The costs borne by the user depend on the user’s income.

D> (13) Support Service for Senior Citizens With Dementia and Others to Get Home Safely
Minato City provides key chains and iron-on clothing labels with registration numbers to seniors, etc. who

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Healthcare System for Seniors Aged 75 and Over

Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens is new healthcare system launched in April 2008 to meet
the needs of Japan’s aging society. Individuals aged 75 and older were moved to this new system from the
medical insurance that they had previously subscribed to.

Medical Care System for Older Senior Citizens is managed by the Tokyo Metropolitan Association of Medical
Care Services for Older Senior Citizens, which is composed of all the municipal governments in Tokyo. Minato
City works with the Metropolitan Association in providing customer service and collecting premiums.
Procedures regarding Medical Care System for Senior Citizens are handled by the Counter Services
Subsection, Residents Support Section of each Regional City Office.

DWho Must Subscribe?

Individuals aged 75 and older with an address in Minato City must subscribe to this system. Foreigners with
a length of stay of three months or longer are included. - Individuals aged 65 to 74 who are certified as
having certain disabilities should make application at the Tokyo Metropolitan Association of Medical Care
Services for Older Senior Citizens.
*Recipients of public welfare assistance do not subscribe to this system.
*Individuals who have moved to prefectures other than Tokyo must withdraw from Medical Care System for
Senior Citizens. However, if his/her new address is a nursing home or other Facility Subject to Domicile
Exception, the individual continues to be an insured person.

D>Percentage of Payment

The out-of-pocket percentage paid by the insured at medical institutions is 10%, 20% or 30%. This out-
of-pocket percentage is reviewed on August 1 each year, when the individual's income in the previous year
is determined.

D>Premiums

The premiums of Medical Care System for Senior Citizens consist of two parts: one part is an amount
divided up equally among all insured persons (per-capita amount), and the other is a percentage of income
based on the subscriber’s income (income percentage).

DInsurance Premium Payment Methods

Premiums are typically automatically withheld from the insured’s pension. This method is referred to as
special collection. Those with pensions of less than ¥180,000 per year or whose premiums, including long-
term care insurance premiums, exceed more than half of their pension benefits, pay upon receipt of a
payment slip or via bank transfer.

D>High Medical Expenses
There is a monthly limit on the out-of-pocket amount of medical treatment costs. Patients may request
reimbursement if the limit is exceeded. The exceeded amount will be paid back later.
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D>Reimbursement of Medical Treatment Costs (Medical Expenses)

If you are unable to present your health insurance card when receiving examination or if a medical corset
or other item is made for you as prescribed by your doctor, you will have to pay the full amount of your
medical expenses at the time of payment. However, you can later request reimbursement for the difference
between the paid amount and the out-of-pocket amount.

DHigh medical and nursing care joint expenses

If the combined total of (1) the out-of-pocket portion of Medical Care System for Senior Citizens and (2)
the out-of-pocket costs of long-term care insurance, paid over the course of one year (August 1 to July 31
of the following year), exceeds the annual maximum out-of-pocket amount for a household, reimbursement
for the amount over and above that limit will be issued later from each of those respective systems. Eligible

individuals should apply for it to get reimbursed.

D>Funeral Allowances
When a person insured by the Medical Care System for Senior Citizens dies, ¥70,000 will be paid to the

person responsible for funeral expenses.

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Welfare for Disabled Individuals

Shintai Shogaisha Techo (Certificate of the Physically Disabled) is a certificate that verifies that the holder
has a physical disability.

Ai-no-Techo (Certificate of the Intellectually Disabled) is a certificate for individuals with intellectual
disabilities to receive various forms of support. Individuals who wish to obtain this certificate should call the
following offices to make an appointment. The Ai-no-Techo is divided into four classifications, according to
the person’s degree of disability. The classification is determined based on the comprehensive assessment
on items such as mental measurements, social skills, and basic living skills, according to age. Inquire what
you need to bring to the screening when you make a reservation by phone.

Welfare Allowance for the Disabled Individuals

D> (1) Disability Welfare Allowance (Minato City program)

The welfare allowance for the mentally and physically disabled will be paid to persons with intellectual
disabilities, mental disabilities, physical disabilities, cerebral palsy, progressive muscular atrophy, and
intractable diseases.

D> (2) Children’s Disability Welfare Allowance (National government program)
The Children’s Disability Welfare Allowance is for the seriously intellectually, mentally, or physically disabled
individuals under 20 years of age who require constant nursing care in daily life.

D> (3) Special Disability Welfare Allowance (National government program)
The Special Disability Welfare Allowance is for the seriously intellectually, mentally, or physically disabled
individuals aged 20 and older who require constant nursing care in daily life.

D> (4) Severe Disability Allowance (Metropolitan government program)
The Severe Disability Allowance is for those with severe intellectual or physical disability or orthopedic
impairment, whose condition necessitates constant special assistance for their daily lives.

*Individuals living in a facility supporting the disabled or who have an income over a certain level are not
eligible for the allowances described above. For details on the conditions, contact the office below.
