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Nana-magari (Seven corners)

The residence of Satsuma-han (Satsuma feudal clan) in
which Atsu-hime (Prince Atsu), the wife of the 13th Shogun
Tokugawa lesada, lived when she first came to Edo. The
shape of Nana-magari (seven corners) remains the
memory of the border between the former residence of
Satsuma-han and the Saio-ji Temple.
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The place where the official accommodation for the first
legation of the Netherlands was located (Saio-ji Temple)

As the result of the Treaty of Amity and Commerce
between Japan and the Netherlands, the first official
accommodation for the minister and the legation was
placed in the Saio-ji Temple. All the valuable records,
however, were burned completely when the premises of
Satsuma-han (Satsuma feudal clan) was attacked in 1867.
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
