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Chikara-ishi (a big rock to lift for competition)
at Sanuki-kohaku Inari (Sanuki-kohaku Shrine)

Chikara-ishi (a big rock to lift) is a big elliptic rock for men who
boast of their strength to compete with others. Chikara-mochi
(strong men) competitions were very popular in Edo period,
and the name of the champion, weight of the rock, and the
year of the competition were engraved on the rock.
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Birthplace of Ozaki Koyo (a famous novelist in Meiji period)

Ozaki Koyo (Ozaki Tokutaro in real name) who is famous with
novels such as “Konjiki Yasha” in Meiji period was born on
December 16, 1867 in 2-25, Shibanakamon-zen (present
2-7-4, Shibadaimon). His pen name Koyo (meaning autumn
red leaves or maple trees) was named after “Momiji-yama
(maple tree hill)"in Zojo-ji Temple, a famous temple in the area. XSS P
