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On March 14, 1701, Asano Takumi-no-kami Naganori,
then lord of the Ako-han feudal state, had a
bloodshed affair with Kira Kozuke-no-suke Yoshinaka
in the Castle of Edo. Asano was detained under the
inspection of Tamura Ukyo-Tayu, the lord of the
Mutsu Ichinoseki-han feudal state. Asano was then
asked by the shogunate government to commit
hara-kiri on the same night. He died at the age of 35.

Naganori could only meet Kataoka Gengoroemon
just before he committed hara-kiri. Though Naganori
was a lord of the feudal state, he was not allowed to
commit hara-kiri inside the house so instead died
in the garden.

He wrote a farewell poem.
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
