Preface

1. All years given here are according to the Japanese calendar (Christian eras) that uses the lunar calendar. There are no 
dates following the Gregorian calendar.
2. The year in which an era has changed is described according to the month and day of said change. For example, the 
second year of the Genji period lasted until April 6, 1865, meaning that the Keio period started from April 7.
3. The names in Japanese of historic sites and other spots alike comply with the basic principles set out in "Minato-ku 
bunkazai no shiori " (a bookmark of Minato City's cultural assets), published by Minato City's Secretariat of the Board of 
Education. However, in order to simplify the use of this guidebook, some parts were edited.
4. The square sign displayed at the end of text shows the current status of the designated cultural assets.
National Heritage Site: Cultural assets designated by the State.
Metropolitan Heritage Site: Cultural property designated by Tokyo Metropolitan Government.
City Heritage Site: Cultural assets designated by the Minato City.
City Registered Site: Cultural property (except the city's designated heritage site) registered in the Minato City's integrated 
catalog of cultural assets.
