As a general rule, Minato City requires that you enroll in the school corresponding to the school district for your living address. However,

the School Selection System for selecting schools in adjacent school districts is available to interested families.

Minato City provides a variety of opportunities for appropriate education based on the development and disabilities of
each child. For example, classes are available for children with cognitive disabilities (special education classes) as well as
children with language disorders/hearing impairments (part-time instruction classes).

@ What are Special Education Classes/Part-Time Instruction Classes?

[Special Education Classes] Classes in which the child is enrolled and attends every day for learning.

[Part-Time Instruction Classes] Classes that the child attends only on prescribed days and times in order to receive
special education according to their individual disabilities and needs. The child normally attends the school in which they

are enrolled.

The Special Guidance Classroom (Tsubasa Classroom) provides appropriate counseling, guidance, and assistance to
elementary and junior high school students/children who have not attended school for a long period of time due to
emotional causes, etc., based on their circumstances. The classroom supports reintegration into school life.

In the Tsubasa Classroom, staff (experienced teachers, psychology-related staff, etc.) support the learning activities of
children/students and prepare enjoyable hands-on activities such as sports and out-of-school learning. The classroom
also exchanges information with the registered school regarding the daily activities of the child/student, and maintains
close communication in order to provide support for reintegration into school life.
