The flame, lit from the “Light of Peace” that
symbolizes the tragedies of war and preciousness
of peace for future generations, was passed
among nine high school students that belong to
the Minato City Youth Organization for Peace, a
group nurturing future leaders. On stage, the
torch was passed from Kazuyuki Kiyohara, Chair
of the Minato City Assembly, to Masaaki Takei,
Mayor of Minato City, who then lit the cauldron.
Once the “Flame of Minato City” was lit on
stage, the flame travelled to the Tokyo
Metropolitan Government Building, and at
around noon on the same day, became one with
the flames brought from each of the
municipalities of Tokyo. —— -
At 20:00, the Torch Collection Ceremony was iﬁf;;:‘ﬁi’fﬁmnm City”
held at the State Guest House Akasaka Palace,
where flames from across Japan, as well as the
flame lit in Stoke Mandeville in England, were collected to become one, completing the
unified flame of the Paralympic Torch Relay.

who had gathered at Yoyogi Park.
