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Shusse-no Ishidan (Stone steps for success in life) (Atago-jinja Shrine)

It was Magaki Heikuro who admirably rode on his horse, climbed the
steps and brought back a twig of plum flower when Tokugawa lemitsu,
the first Shogun ordered to get a plum flower from the top of
Atago-yama mountain on a horse. Because of this action, he was favored
as the Japan’s greatest master of horse-riding, and stone steps of the
mountain were named “Shusse-no Ishidan (Stone steps of success in life).”
The plum tree which Heikuro broke off a twig still remains in the shrine.
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Places where people evacuate from the spread of fire caused by an earthquake.
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Places where people can temporarily live when their houses h ollapsed or burnt down.
