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Tea Room at Tokyo Sanuki Club House

Tokyo Sanuki Club House is a place to introduce the
charm of Kagawa Prefecture. It used to be the private
property of Mr. Mikimoto Yoshitaka, the grandson of
famous pearl master Mikimoto Koukichi. Old style
buildings from Meiji and Showa Period including the
simple but elegant tea room and others still remain.
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Birth Place of Watanabe-no Tsuna (Toko-ji Temple)

“Kousho-zan Toko-ji Temple”is the formal name
of Toko-ji Temple. The Chinese character “kou” of
Kousho-zan is written the same as Tsuna. Where as
the “sho” of Kousho-zan means birth. Therefore, the
meaning of Kousho-zan (Tsuna-birth-mountain)
implies that Watanabe-no Tsuna was born here.
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
