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Meeting place of Saigo Nanshu and Katsu Kaishu Former Zakoba (Landing point of small fish)

It is written that “the place where Saigo Nanshu and Katsu (Honshiba Park)

Kaishu had a meeting to surrender the Edo Castle Honshiba Park was called “Zakoba,” where fishermen land
enscribed by Saigo Kichino-suke” on the monument. It is the small fish in Tokyo Bay in Edo period. The small fish
said that the second meeting to surrender the Edo Castle landed were called “Shiba Zakana” (Fish of Shiba) and
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without bloodshed was held at the warehouse of appreciated by the people in Edo.
Satsuma-han (Satsuma feudal clan) in 1868.
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
