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You would surely never guess that there is a brewery in Minato Gity housed inside a
very modern-looking building. Tokyo Port Brewery devised ways to craft Japanese
sake in a cramped place in the city center. Wakamatsuya, its predecessor, closed
due to the pressure of radical changes in the latter half of the 19th century, as Edo
turned to Meiji, but Shunichi Saito, its 7th president in its century-long existence was
determined to revive it. About 10 years later, in 2016, he finally launched production
and sale of sake. It became a new Tokyo specialty created jointly with the chief
brewer who passionately upheld the 7t president’s dream.
