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The origins of old town names in Shiba area.
This signboard guides the origins of old town names, each
of which in most cases represents its own history of the
beginning or the location.

Yokoshin-cho

This area was called Kamitakanawa-mura (village) in the
Ebara district in old times. It is unknown when the town
was established, but it is said that houses were constructed
after a trademan's house appeared along the Tamachi-6dori
(main street). The town was located at the bystreet (yoko-cho)
connected to Torishin-machi and therefore got the name
Yokoshin-cho.
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Torishin-machi

This area was called Kamitakanawa-mura (village) in the Ebara district in
old times. Trademen's houses came to appear early in the Edo period, and
then the town fell within the jurisdiction of a town magistrate in the 2nd
year of the Kanbun period (1662). With the Mita-dori street running from
north to south of this newly established town, it was named Tori-shin-machi
(literally"street-new-town").

Tamachi

This area was called Kamitakanawa-mura (village) in the Ebara district in
old times. As fields near the Shibaura beach changed over to a residential
area for trademen, the town came to be called Shiba-tamachi. In the 5th
year of the An'ei period (1776) its area was spread by recovering land from
the sea. During the Edo period the town was alive with much traffic on the
Tokaidd highway and many seashore villas of daimyos were built.
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
