VACCINATION

Third COVID-19
Vaccination

In principle, the third COVID-19 vaccination can be received eight months
or more after the second vaccination. Those who have received their first
and second vaccinations with Minato City’s vaccination ticket will receive
a vaccination ticket from the Minato Public Health Center when they are

eligible for their third vaccination. Those who wish to receive their COVID-19
vaccination after moving into Minato City are required to submit the COVID-19
Vaccination ticket issued. The form can be downloaded from Minato City Web.
Those who have received their second vaccination by the end of May last year,
the vaccination ticket have been sent on December 20. Those who have received
their second vaccination after June last year, the vaccination ticket will be sent
from now on in order.

The vaccination venue conducting third vaccination now is listed below.

At present, the vaccine used for the third vaccination will be the vaccine
manufactured by Pfizer.
