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Shiba-toshogu

The sitting statue of Tokugawa leyasu (the first Shogun who
established Edo regime) which is one of the tangible cultural
properties of Tokyo is installed. A three hundred year-old big ginkgo
tree said to be planted by leyasu is located on the right front of the
main shrine.
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Places where people evacuate from the spread of fire caused by an earthquake.
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Places where people can temporarily live when their houses have collapsed or burnt down.
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Birthplace of Ozaki Koyo (a famous novelist in Meiji period)
Ozaki Koyo (Ozaki Tokutaro in real name) who is famous with novels

such as “Konjiki Yasha" in Meiji period was born on December 16,

1867 in 2-25, Shibanakamon-zen (present 2-7-4, Shibadaimon). His
pen name Koyo (meaning autumn red leaves or maple trees) was
named after “Momiji-yama (maple tree hill)” in Zojo-ji Temple, a
famous temple in the area.
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Light of Peace (Minato Public Shiba Park)

Minato City collected the ideas from children and picked up the key
words, Earth and Fire. By using those key words, the light of peace
expresses the state that the wish of ever lasting peace and diminish
of nuclear weapon lightens the earth of water and green.
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
