This signboard guides the origins of old town names, each of which in most cases
represents its own history of the beginning or the location.

Udagawa-cho

This town is sandwiched in between Shibai-chd and Shimmei-chd, and the Udagawa river
Shi o6 runs centrally through it, dividing the town into a northern and a southern part. It was the
immet-cho domain of Udagawa Izuminokami (the Lord of Izumi) in old times, and his descendant

This town connects the Tokaidd railway line in t_he east, a part of Miyamoto-chd and  Udagawa Kihei lived here as a headman. It is said to have been named after him.
Mishima-cho in the west, Hamamatsu-chd 1-chome in the south, and Udagawa-cho

in the north. It got its name because it is located in front of the torii gate to Udagawayoko-cho

Lgrmzes ismane] 78] ot (e preseniislil v cifing dimas) Popularly called Ooyoko-chd in the Edo period, this town was located at the bystreet

Shinsenza-cho (yoko-cho) adjacent to Udagawa-chd and therefore is said to have got the name

Though this place had been a good fishery since old times, it was designated as the Udagawayo.ko-ch('). It.was originally a part of Udagawa-chg, but from the 4th year of the
official mintage place in the 15th year of the Kan'ei period (1638), and Kan'ei-tsuhg ~ Kanbun period (1664) it seems to have been separated.
