When a major tsunami warning is announced by the Meteorological Agency, there may be cases 
where there will be a massive tsunami such as in the Great East Japan Earthquake. Please 
immediately seek refuge in a safe place such as a Tsunami evacuation building or high ground, etc.

If you feel a strong earthquake or even a weak earthquake which shakes for a long time, immediately 
get away from the sea and rivers and seek refuge in a safe place. Never under any circumstances go 
to check out the coast and rivers.

A tsunami will soon strike. When there is an earthquake nearby, there may also be cases where there 
is no time to seek refuge. 

There are cases where a tsunami will repeatedly strike. Please do not leave a safe place until the 
tsunami warning is lifted.

Minato City

In the Tokyo Bay area a Sagami Trough earthquake generally 
occurs in a 200-year cycle. Recently, there was the Taisho 
Kanto Earthquake (M7.9) in 1923 and the Genroku Kanto 
Earthquake in 1703 (M8.2)

Based on the Long-term Evaluation of the Potential 
Occurrence of an Earthquake (The Headquarters for 
Earthquake Research Promotion, Ministry of Education, Culture, 
Sports, Science and Technology), it is estimated that the 
average occurrence of earthquakes of the scale of the Genroku 
Kanto Earthquake is at intervals of approximately 2,300 years 
(probability within the next 30 years: almost 0%) and it is 
considered to be an earthquake of the largest class.

Evacuation orders will be issued for the entire city. 
Everyone should immediately move to an evacuation 
site or to higher ground. The height of the actual 
tsunami may greatly exceed what is anticipated by the 
city, so please move to the highest ground possible.
Evacuation orders will be issued for areas 
expected to be flooded on Hazard Map Ⓑ. Those 
ordered to evacuate should head to higher 
ground immediately. Those taking refuge within a 
building should head to the third fl oor or higher.
Evacuation orders will be issued for 
beaches in the Daiba area. Those 
ordered to evacuate should immediately
move away from the coast and head 
for higher ground.
