A simple method of preventing flooding is to use items in your home to 
prevent water flooding in. Of course, this method will only work when the 
water is still shallow, so be extremely careful not to miss the chance to 
evacuate at the appropriate time during your flood prevention activities. 

The Furukawa River Underground Regulating Pond (tunnel extension: 3.3 km, inner 
diameter: Φ7.5 m, storage capacity 135,000 m3) was created by the Tokyo Metropolitan 
Government to handle rainfall of 50 mm per hour. It has been in use since 2017. 
The pond greatly helps reduce flood damage in the Furukawa River basin, by temporarily 
storing flood water when the river water level rises.

Water level of the Arakawa and Furukawa Rivers is being measured; flood forecast will be issued in 
accordance with the condition of water level. When a flood forecast is issued, evacuate promptly.

We provide real time information on rainfall and river water levels 
via the Internet and mobile phones.

Minato City delivers information on earthquakes, heavy rains, flooding, and other natural disasters to 
the residents and businesses within the city via cell phones, smartphones, tablet computers, and PCs. 

Minato City offers the “Minato City Disaster Prevention app” for free. With 
the “Disaster Prevention Map” in the app, you can make use of various 
contents, such as checking respective hazard maps.
Please use the Minato City Disaster Prevention app to check the risk and 
prepare for disasters (available on tablets and smartphones only).

Minato City measures precipitation at nine points within the city and Furukawa River water 
level at two points, Shin-hiroo Park and Shirokane Park, every three minutes. Please listen 
carefully to announcements and warnings of danger based on the Minato City and 
Furukawa River water levels broadcast from municipal radio tower speakers.

Floods and landslides caused by heavy rainfall have occurred all over the country in 
recent years. The chart below shows the flooding reported in Minato City since 1999.
The term “torrential rain” refers to heavy rain that falls over a small area in a short 
time. It is very difficult to forecast because it occurs suddenly. 
On August 29, 1999, heavy rainfall of max. 115mm per hour was observed in Minato 
City, with a total rainfall that day of 125mm (The Tokai Downpour recorded an hourly 
max. of 114mm and total rainfall of 589mm for the day).
Continuous heavy rainfall on the scale of the Tokai Downpour is plausible in Minato 
City, so please pay attention to the local weather forecast.
